REGIONAL CHAIR’S REMARKS 

 
375. The Regional Chair made note of the announcement from earlier this week, 

respecting the John Deere plant in Welland, which will be closing, causing the 
loss of 800 jobs and the loss of significant employer within Niagara.  Regional 
Chair Partington has spoken with Councillor Goulbourne and offered him and his 
community his support.  
 
Last week the Regional Chair attended the annual Association of Municipalities 
of Ontario (AMO) Conference with several Regional Councillors.  During the 
conference he was able to meet with several government provincial ministers 
and federal officials to advance Niagara’s agenda and issue.  The Regional Chair 
was also pleased to participate in the main reception on Sunday evening which 
showcased Niagara’s finest wines and foods that are produced here in Niagara.  
The Niagara tables were the hit of the reception and garnered much accolades 
mainly due in part to the great wines produced here, but also due to our Regional 
Councillors who acted as ambassadors! 
 
The Regional Chair noted that many of Niagara’s Regional Councillors and 
Niagara residents were glued to your televisions sets watching the Olympics in 
Beijing!  The Regional Chair was pleased that Niagara was well represented and 
brought home medals, namely: 
 
Tonya Verbeek from Beamsville who won a Bronze Medal in the 55kg freestyle 
wrestling category.  Tonya also won a silver at the 2004 Athens Olympics as well 
as a bronze medal at the 2005 world championship. 
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Melanie Kok of St. Catharines won a bronze medal in the Woman’s double 
sculls—lightweight. 
 
Congratulations to Tonya and Melanie on their accomplishments! 
 
The Regional Chair also recognized other Niagara residents who participated in 
the Beijing Olympics, namely, Saeed Azarbayjani of St. Catharines who 
competed in Freestyle Wrestling; Buffy Williams of St. Catharines who competed 
in the rowing competition; David Davidson of Thorold who competed in Baseball; 
Nick Weglarz of Stevensville who competed in Baseball; Frank Dancevic of 
Niagara Falls who competed in Tennis; Brady Reardon a Brock Health Science 
Student competed in the Canoe/Kayak, Flatwater; Roland Moses of St. 
Catharines competing for Grenada in Boxing and Marty Calder of Thorold, a 
wrestling coach.  
 
Regional Chair Partington thanked Alfred Kiers of Railroad Gardens of Wainfleet 
for the flowers that adorned the Council Chamber.  The flowers will be donated to 
Gilmore Lodge in Fort Erie.
